Adjusting Pilot Screw and Idle Speed

B IMPORTANT

® Adjust the carburetor as instructed below when
idle speed is unstable or if speed increase during
rapid acceleration is unsmooth.

1. Turn the pilot screw (1) all the way in until it seats
lightly, and then turn the pilot screw counter-
clockwise by 1.5 turns. This setting is
approximately correct,

B NOTE

® Screw in the pilot screw (1) using a small
screwdriver [100 to 120 mm (4 to 5in.)].

® Do not turn the pilot screw in too far, or the
carburetor body will be damaged, and require
replacement.

® To make fine adjustment follow the steps below.

2. Start and warm the engine completely.

3. Move the throttle lever on panel to the “SLOW™
position.

4, Keep the throttle lever (2) on the carburetor in the
closed position (turn the governor lever (4) counter-
clockwige all the way) and adjust the idle speed set
screw (7) until the engine runs s less than 1450 min”
{1450 rpm) using a screw driver.

5. Keep the throttle lever {2) on the carburetor in the
closed position, and search for the point at which the
engine speed gets the highest by slowly turning the
pilot screw (1) in or out, and then turn the
pilot screw (1) back out additional 1/4 turn.

6. Make adjustment by turning the throttle stopper
adjusling screw (3) so that the idle speed may be kept
at 1450 min' (1450 rpm) while keeping the throttie
lever (2) on carburetor in closed position.

{This is carburetor idle speed.)

. Release the throttle lever (2), and adjust the idle speed
set screw (7) on the control plate (8) to obtain the
specified governored idle speed 1550 min! (1550
